Who can understand his errors? cleanse thou me from secret 
faults.  Keep back thy servant also from presumptuous sins; let them not have dominion over 
me: then shall I be upright, and I shall be innocent from the great transgression.  Let the 
words of my mouth, and the meditation of my heart, be acceptable in thy sight, O LORD, my 
strength, and my redeemer.  Psalm 19. 

 

Galatians 6:1-10 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Galatians 6:1-10.  Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore 
such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted.  Bear ye 
one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.  For if a man think himself to be 
something, when he is nothing, he deceiveth himself.  But let every man prove his own work, 
and then shall he have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another.  For every man shall 
bear his own burden.  Let him that is taught in the word communicate unto him that teacheth 
in all good things.  Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that 
shall he also reap.  For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he 
that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.  And let us not be weary in 
well doing: for in due season we shall reap, if we faint not.  As we have therefore 
opportunity, let us do good unto all men, especially unto them who are of the household of 
faith.  Galatians 6:1-10. 

 

Colossians 3:12-17 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Colossians 3:12-17.  Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of 
mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering;  Forbearing one another, 
and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, 
so also do ye.  And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness.  
And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to the which also ye are called in one body; and 
be ye thankful.  Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and 
admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in 
your hearts to the Lord.  And whatsoever ye do in word or deed, do all in the name of the 
Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God and the Father by him.  Colossians 3:12-17. 
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Luke 2:1-20 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Luke 2:1-20.  And it came to pass in those days, that there went out a decree from Caesar 
Augustus, that all the world should be taxed.  (And this taxing was first made when Cyrenius 
was governor of Syria.)  And all went to be taxed, every one into his own city.  And Joseph 
also went up from Galilee, out of the city of Nazareth, into Judea, unto the city of David, 
which is called Bethlehem; (because he was of the house and lineage of David:)  To be taxed 
with Mary his espoused wife, being great with child.  And so it was, that, while they were 
there, the days were accomplished that she should be delivered.  And she brought forth her 
firstborn son, and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in a manger; because there 
was no room for them in the inn.  And there were in the same country shepherds abiding in 
the field, keeping watch over their flock by night.  And, lo, the angel of the Lord came upon 
them, and the glory of the Lord shone round about them: and they were sore afraid.  And the 
angel said unto them, Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall 
be to all people.  For unto you is born this day in the city of David a Savior, which is Christ 
the Lord.  And this shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall find the babe wrapped in swaddling 
clothes, lying in a manger.  And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the 
heavenly host praising God, and saying,  Glory to God in the highest, and on earth peace, 
good will toward men.  And it came to pass, as the angels were gone away from them into 
heaven, the shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto Bethlehem, and see this 
thing which is come to pass, which the Lord hath made known unto us.  And they came with 
haste, and found Mary, and Joseph, and the babe lying in a manger.  And when they had seen 
it, they made known abroad the saying which was told them concerning this child.  And all 
they that heard it wondered at those things which were told them by the shepherds.  But Mary 
kept all these things, and pondered them in her heart.  And the shepherds returned, glorifying 
and praising God for all the things that they had heard and seen, as it was told unto them.  
Luke 2:1-20. 

 
 
Philippians 4:4-13 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Philippians 4:4-13.  Rejoice in the Lord alway: and again I say, Rejoice.  Let your moderation 
be known unto all men. The Lord is at hand.  Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by 
prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God.  And the 
peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through 
Christ Jesus.  Finally, brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, 
whatsoever things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely, 
whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be any praise, think on 
these things.  Those things, which ye have both learned, and received, and heard, and seen in 
me, do: and the God of peace shall be with you.  But I rejoiced in the Lord greatly, that now at 
the last your care of me hath flourished again; wherein ye were also careful, but ye lacked 
opportunity.  Not that I speak in respect of want: for I have learned, in whatsoever state I am, 
therewith to be content.  I know both how to be abased, and I know how to abound: every 
where and in all things I am instructed both to be full and to be hungry, both to abound and to 
suffer need.  I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.  Philippians 4:4-13 
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Psalm 40:1-8  (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Psalm 40:1-8.  I waited patiently for the LORD; and he inclined unto me, and heard my cry.  
He brought me up also out of an horrible pit, out of the miry clay, and set my feet upon a 
rock, and established my goings.  And he hath put a new song in my mouth, even praise unto 
our God: many shall see it, and fear, and shall trust in the LORD.  Blessed is that man that 
maketh the LORD his trust, and respecteth not the proud, nor such as turn aside to lies.  
Many, O LORD my God, are thy wonderful works which thou hast done, and thy thoughts 
which are to us-ward: they cannot be reckoned up in order unto thee: if I would declare and 
speak of them, they are more than can be numbered.  Sacrifice and offering thou didst not 
desire; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt offering and sin offering hast thou not required.  
Then said I, Lo, I come: in the volume of the book it is written of me,  I delight to do thy 
will, O my God: yea, thy law is within my heart.  Psalm 40:1-8. 

 

Psalm 121 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Psalm 121.  I will lift up mine eyes unto the hills, from whence cometh my help.  My help 
cometh from the LORD, which made heaven and earth.  He will not suffer thy foot to be 
moved: he that keepeth thee will not slumber.  Behold, he that keepeth Israel shall neither 
slumber nor sleep.  The LORD is thy keeper: the LORD is thy shade upon thy right hand.  
The sun shall not smite thee by day, nor the moon by night.  The LORD shall preserve thee 
from all evil: he shall preserve thy soul.  The LORD shall preserve thy going out and thy 
coming in from this time forth, and even for evermore.  Psalm 121. 

 

2 Corinthians 5:17-21 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
2 Corinthians 5:17-21.  Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are 
passed away; behold, all things are become new.  And all things are of God, who hath 
reconciled us to himself by Jesus Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation;  
To wit, that God was in Christ, reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their 
trespasses unto them; and hath committed unto us the word of reconciliation.  Now then we 
are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's 
stead, be ye reconciled to God.  For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that 
we might be made the righteousness of God in him.  2 Corinthians 5:17-21. 
 

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
1 Thessalonians 4:13-18.  But I would not have you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning them 
which are asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have no hope.  For if we believe that 
Jesus died and rose again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God bring with him.  For 
this we say unto you by the word of the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the 
coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are asleep.  For the Lord himself shall 
descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with the trump of God: 
and the dead in Christ shall rise first:  Then we which are alive and remain shall be caught up 
together with them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the 
Lord.  Wherefore comfort one another with these words.   1 Thessalonians 4:13-18. 
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Psalm 32  (cite reference before and after each passage) 
 (The expression “Selah” may be spoken or not.  No deduction is counted either way.) 
Psalm 32.  Blessed is he whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin is covered.  Blessed is the 
man unto whom the LORD imputeth not iniquity, and in whose spirit there is no guile.  When I 
kept silence, my bones waxed old through my roaring all the day long.  For day and night thy 
hand was heavy upon me: my moisture is turned into the drought of summer. (Selah).  I 
acknowledged my sin unto thee, and mine iniquity have I not hid. I said, I will confess my 
transgressions unto the LORD; and thou forgavest the iniquity of my sin. (Selah).  For this shall 
every one that is godly pray unto thee in a time when thou mayest be found: surely in the floods 
of great waters they shall not come nigh unto him.  Thou art my hiding place; thou shalt 
preserve me from trouble; thou shalt compass me about with songs of deliverance. (Selah).  I will 
instruct thee and teach thee in the way which thou shalt go: I will guide thee with mine eye.  Be 
ye not as the horse, or as the mule, which have no understanding: whose mouth must be held in 
with bit and bridle, lest they come near unto thee.  Many sorrows shall be to the wicked: but he 
that trusteth in the LORD, mercy shall compass him about.  Be glad in the LORD, and rejoice, 
ye righteous: and shout for joy, all ye that are upright in heart.   Psalm 32. 

 

Isaiah 11:1-10 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Isaiah 11:1-10.  And there shall come forth a rod out of the stem of Jesse, and a Branch shall 
grow out of his roots:  And the spirit of the LORD shall rest upon him, the spirit of wisdom 
and understanding, the spirit of counsel and might, the spirit of knowledge and of the fear of 
the LORD;  And shall make him of quick understanding in the fear of the LORD: and he 
shall not judge after the sight of his eyes, neither reprove after the hearing of his ears:  But 
with righteousness shall he judge the poor, and reprove with equity for the meek of the earth: 
and he shall smite the earth with the rod of his mouth, and with the breath of his lips shall he 
slay the wicked.  And righteousness shall be the girdle of his loins, and faithfulness the girdle 
of his reins.  The wolf also shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the 
kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them.  
And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the lion 
shall eat straw like the ox.  And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the 
weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice' den.  They shall not hurt nor destroy in all 
my holy mountain: for the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD, as the waters 
cover the sea.  And in that day there shall be a root of Jesse, which shall stand for an ensign 
of the people; to it shall the Gentiles seek: and his rest shall be glorious.  Isaiah 11:1-10. 

 

Jeremiah 1:4-9 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Jeremiah 1:4-9.  Then the word of the LORD came unto me, saying,  Before I formed thee in the 
belly I knew thee; and before thou camest forth out of the womb I sanctified thee, and I ordained 
thee a prophet unto the nations.  Then said I, Ah, Lord GOD! behold, I cannot speak: for I am a 
child.  But the LORD said unto me, Say not, I am a child: for thou shalt go to all that I shall send 
thee, and whatsoever I command thee thou shalt speak.  Be not afraid of their faces: for I am with 
thee to deliver thee, saith the LORD.  Then the LORD put forth his hand, and touched my mouth. 
And the LORD said unto me, Behold, I have put my words in thy mouth.  Jeremiah 1:4-9. 
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Romans 6:1-14 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Romans 6:1-14.  What shall we say then? Shall we continue in sin, that grace may abound?  
God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein?  Know ye not, that so 
many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?  Therefore we are 
buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the 
glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life.  For if we have been 
planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his 
resurrection:  Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might 
be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.  For he that is dead is freed from sin.  
Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him:  Knowing that 
Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him.  For 
in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God.  Likewise 
reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ 
our Lord.  Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts 
thereof.  Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield 
yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments 
of righteousness unto God.  For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under 
the law, but under grace.  Romans 6:1-14. 

 
 
1 Thessalonians 5:1-11 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

1 Thessalonians 5:1-11.  But of the times and the seasons, brethren, ye have no need that I 
write unto you.  For yourselves know perfectly that the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief 
in the night.  For when they shall say, Peace and safety; then sudden destruction cometh upon 
them, as travail upon a woman with child; and they shall not escape.  But ye, brethren, are 
not in darkness, that that day should overtake you as a thief.  Ye are all the children of light, 
and the children of the day: we are not of the night, nor of darkness.  Therefore let us not 
sleep, as do others; but let us watch and be sober.  For they that sleep sleep in the night; and 
they that be drunken are drunken in the night.  But let us, who are of the day, be sober, 
putting on the breastplate of faith and love; and for an helmet, the hope of salvation.  For God 
hath not appointed us to wrath, but to obtain salvation by our Lord Jesus Christ,  Who died 
for us, that, whether we wake or sleep, we should live together with him.  Wherefore comfort 
yourselves together, and edify one another, even as also ye do.  1 Thessalonians 5:1-11. 

 
 
1 John 1:5-10 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

1 John 1:5-10.  This then is the message which we have heard of him, and declare unto you, 
that God is light, and in him is no darkness at all.  If we say that we have fellowship with 
him, and walk in darkness, we lie, and do not the truth:  But if we walk in the light, as he is in 
the light, we have fellowship one with another, and the blood of Jesus Christ his Son 
cleanseth us from all sin.  If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth 
is not in us.  If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to 
cleanse us from all unrighteousness.  If we say that we have not sinned, we make him a liar, 
and his word is not in us.  1 John 1:5-10. 
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Psalm 90:1-12  (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Psalm 90:1-12.  LORD, thou hast been our dwelling place in all generations.  Before the 
mountains were brought forth, or ever thou hadst formed the earth and the world, even from 
everlasting to everlasting, thou art God.  Thou turnest man to destruction; and sayest, Return, 
ye children of men.  For a thousand years in thy sight are but as yesterday when it is past, and 
as a watch in the night.  Thou carriest them away as with a flood; they are as a sleep: in the 
morning they are like grass which groweth up.  In the morning it flourisheth, and groweth up; 
in the evening it is cut down, and withereth.  For we are consumed by thine anger, and by thy 
wrath are we troubled.  Thou hast set our iniquities before thee, our secret sins in the light of 
thy countenance.  For all our days are passed away in thy wrath: we spend our years as a tale 
that is told.  The days of our years are threescore years and ten; and if by reason of strength 
they be fourscore years, yet is their strength labor and sorrow; for it is soon cut off, and we fly 
away.  Who knoweth the power of thine anger? even according to thy fear, so is thy wrath.  So 
teach us to number our days, that we may apply our hearts unto wisdom.  Psalm 90:1-12. 

 
 
Proverbs 3:1-13 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Proverbs 3:1-13.  My son, forget not my law; but let thine heart keep my commandments:  
For length of days, and long life, and peace, shall they add to thee.  Let not mercy and truth 
forsake thee: bind them about thy neck; write them upon the table of thine heart:  So shalt 
thou find favor and good understanding in the sight of God and man.  Trust in the LORD 
with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding.  In all thy ways acknowledge 
him, and he shall direct thy paths.  Be not wise in thine own eyes: fear the LORD, and depart 
from evil.  It shall be health to thy navel, and marrow to thy bones.  Honor the LORD with 
thy substance, and with the firstfruits of all thine increase:  So shall thy barns be filled with 
plenty, and thy presses shall burst out with new wine.  My son, despise not the chastening of 
the LORD; neither be weary of his correction:  For whom the LORD loveth he correcteth; 
even as a father the son in whom he delighteth.  Happy is the man that findeth wisdom, and 
the man that getteth understanding.  Proverbs 3:1-13. 

 
 
1 Corinthians 9:19-27 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

1 Corinthians 9:19-27.  For though I be free from all men, yet have I made myself servant unto 
all, that I might gain the more.  And unto the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might gain the Jews; 
to them that are under the law, as under the law, that I might gain them that are under the law;  To 
them that are without law, as without law, (being not without law to God, but under the law to 
Christ,) that I might gain them that are without law.  To the weak became I as weak, that I might 
gain the weak: I am made all things to all men, that I might by all means save some.  And this I 
do for the gospel's sake, that I might be partaker thereof with you.  Know ye not that they which 
run in a race run all, but one receiveth the prize? So run, that ye may obtain.  And every man that 
striveth for the mastery is temperate in all things. Now they do it to obtain a corruptible crown; 
but we an incorruptible.  I therefore so run, not as uncertainly; so fight I, not as one that beateth 
the air:  But I keep under my body, and bring it into subjection: lest that by any means, when I 
have preached to others, I myself should be a castaway.  1 Corinthians 9:19-27. 
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Isaiah 61:1-3 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Isaiah 61:1-3.  The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me to 
preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim 
liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound;  To proclaim the 
acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;  
To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for 
mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of 
righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified.  Isaiah 61:1-3. 

 
 
2 Corinthians 6:14-18 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

2 Corinthians 6:14-18.  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what 
fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with 
darkness?  And what concord hath Christ with Belial? or what part hath he that believeth with 
an infidel?  And what agreement hath the temple of God with idols? for ye are the temple of 
the living God; as God hath said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their 
God, and they shall be my people.  Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye separate, 
saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean thing; and I will receive you,  And will be a Father unto 
you, and ye shall be my sons and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty.  2 Corinthians 6:14-18. 

 
 
Philippians 3:7-14 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Philippians 3:7-14.  But what things were gain to me, those I counted loss for Christ.  Yea 
doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus 
my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I 
may win Christ,  And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the 
law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith:  
That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, 
being made conformable unto his death;  If by any means I might attain unto the resurrection 
of the dead.  Not as though I had already attained, either were already perfect: but I follow 
after, if that I may apprehend that for which also I am apprehended of Christ Jesus.  Brethren, 
I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which 
are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before,  I press toward the mark 
for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus.  Philippians 3:7-14. 

 
 
James 1:2-8 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

James 1:2-8.  My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations;  Knowing 
this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience.  But let patience have her perfect work, 
that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing.  If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of 
God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.  But let 
him ask in faith, nothing wavering. For he that wavereth is like a wave of the sea driven with 
the wind and tossed.  For let not that man think that he shall receive any thing of the Lord.  A 
double minded man is unstable in all his ways.  James 1:2-8. 
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Psalm 8  (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Psalm 8.  O LORD our Lord, how excellent is thy name in all the earth! who hast set thy glory 
above the heavens.  Out of the mouth of babes and sucklings hast thou ordained strength because of 
thine enemies, that thou mightest still the enemy and the avenger.  When I consider thy heavens, 
the work of thy fingers, the moon and the stars, which thou hast ordained;  What is man, that thou 
art mindful of him? and the son of man, that thou visitest him?  For thou hast made him a little 
lower than the angels, and hast crowned him with glory and honor.  Thou madest him to have 
dominion over the works of thy hands; thou hast put all things under his feet:  All sheep and oxen, 
yea, and the beasts of the field;  The fowl of the air, and the fish of the sea, and whatsoever passeth 
through the paths of the seas.  O LORD our Lord, how excellent is thy name in all the earth!  Psalm 8. 

 
Psalm 37:1-11 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Psalm 37:1-11.  Fret not thyself because of evildoers, neither be thou envious against the 
workers of iniquity.  For they shall soon be cut down like the grass, and wither as the green 
herb.  Trust in the LORD, and do good; so shalt thou dwell in the land, and verily thou shalt 
be fed.  Delight thyself also in the LORD; and he shall give thee the desires of thine heart.  
Commit thy way unto the LORD; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to pass.  And he shall 
bring forth thy righteousness as the light, and thy judgment as the noonday.  Rest in the 
LORD, and wait patiently for him: fret not thyself because of him who prospereth in his way, 
because of the man who bringeth wicked devices to pass.  Cease from anger, and forsake 
wrath: fret not thyself in any wise to do evil.  For evildoers shall be cut off: but those that 
wait upon the LORD, they shall inherit the earth.  For yet a little while, and the wicked shall 
not be: yea, thou shalt diligently consider his place, and it shall not be.  But the meek shall 
inherit the earth; and shall delight themselves in the abundance of peace.  Psalm 37:1-11. 

 
Psalm 139:1-18 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Psalm 139:1-18.  O LORD, thou hast searched me, and known me.  Thou knowest my 
downsitting and mine uprising, thou understandest my thought afar off.  Thou compassest my 
path and my lying down, and art acquainted with all my ways.  For there is not a word in my 
tongue, but, lo, O LORD, thou knowest it altogether.  Thou hast beset me behind and before, and 
laid thine hand upon me.  Such knowledge is too wonderful for me; it is high, I cannot attain unto 
it.  Whither shall I go from thy spirit? or whither shall I flee from thy presence?  If I ascend up 
into heaven, thou art there: if I make my bed in hell, behold, thou art there.  If I take the wings of 
the morning, and dwell in the uttermost parts of the sea;  Even there shall thy hand lead me, and 
thy right hand shall hold me.  If I say, Surely the darkness shall cover me; even the night shall be 
light about me.  Yea, the darkness hideth not from thee; but the night shineth as the day: the 
darkness and the light are both alike to thee.  For thou hast possessed my reins: thou hast covered 
me in my mother's womb.  I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: 
marvellous are thy works; and that my soul knoweth right well.  My substance was not hid from 
thee, when I was made in secret, and curiously wrought in the lowest parts of the earth.  Thine 
eyes did see my substance, yet being unperfect; and in thy book all my members were written, 
which in continuance were fashioned, when as yet there was none of them.  How precious also 
are thy thoughts unto me, O God! how great is the sum of them!  If I should count them, they are 
more in number than the sand: when I awake, I am still with thee.  Psalm 139:1-18. 
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Isaiah 40:27-31 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Isaiah 40:27-31.  Why sayest thou, O Jacob, and speakest, O Israel, My way is hid from the LORD, 
and my judgment is passed over from my God?  Hast thou not known? hast thou not heard, that the 
everlasting God, the LORD, the Creator of the ends of the earth, fainteth not, neither is weary? there 
is no searching of his understanding.  He giveth power to the faint; and to them that have no might he 
increaseth strength.  Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall:  
But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as 
eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.  Isaiah 40:27-31. 

 

Philippians 2:5-11 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Philippians 2:5-11.  Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:  Who, being in 
the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God:  But made himself of no 
reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men:  
And being found in fashion as a man, he humbled himself, and became obedient unto death, 
even the death of the cross.  Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given him a 
name which is above every name:  That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of 
things in heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth;  And that every tongue 
should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.  Philippians 2:5-11. 

 

Hebrews 12:1-4 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Hebrews 12:1-4.  Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of 
witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us 
run with patience the race that is set before us,  Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of 
our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and 
is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.  For consider him that endured such 
contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds.  Ye have 
not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin.  Hebrews 12:1-4. 

 

1 Peter 5:1-11 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
1 Peter 5:1-11.  The elders which are among you I exhort, who am also an elder, and a witness of 
the sufferings of Christ, and also a partaker of the glory that shall be revealed:  Feed the flock of 
God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for 
filthy lucre, but of a ready mind;  Neither as being lords over God's heritage, but being ensamples 
to the flock.  And when the chief Shepherd shall appear, ye shall receive a crown of glory that 
fadeth not away.  Likewise, ye younger, submit yourselves unto the elder. Yea, all of you be 
subject one to another, and be clothed with humility: for God resisteth the proud, and giveth 
grace to the humble.  Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty hand of God, that he may 
exalt you in due time:  Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you.  Be sober, be 
vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he 
may devour:  Whom resist stedfast in the faith, knowing that the same afflictions are accomplished 
in your brethren that are in the world.  But the God of all grace, who hath called us unto his eternal 
glory by Christ Jesus, after that ye have suffered a while, make you perfect, stablish, strengthen, 
settle you.  To him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen.  1 Peter 5:1-11. 
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Psalm 42  (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Psalm 42.  As the hart panteth after the water brooks, so panteth my soul after thee, O God.  My 
soul thirsteth for God, for the living God: when shall I come and appear before God?  My tears 
have been my meat day and night, while they continually say unto me, Where is thy God?  When I 
remember these things, I pour out my soul in me: for I had gone with the multitude, I went with 
them to the house of God, with the voice of joy and praise, with a multitude that kept holyday.  
Why art thou cast down, O my soul? and why art thou disquieted in me? hope thou in God: for I 
shall yet praise him for the help of his countenance.  O my God, my soul is cast down within me: 
therefore will I remember thee from the land of Jordan, and of the Hermonites, from the hill Mizar.  
Deep calleth unto deep at the noise of thy waterspouts: all thy waves and thy billows are gone over 
me.  Yet the LORD will command his lovingkindness in the daytime, and in the night his song 
shall be with me, and my prayer unto the God of my life.  I will say unto God my rock, Why hast 
thou forgotten me? why go I mourning because of the oppression of the enemy?  As with a sword 
in my bones, mine enemies reproach me; while they say daily unto me, Where is thy God?  Why 
art thou cast down, O my soul? and why art thou disquieted within me? hope thou in God: for I 
shall yet praise him, who is the health of my countenance, and my God.  Psalm 42. 

 

Psalm 127 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Psalm 127.  Except the LORD build the house, they labour in vain that build it: except the 
LORD keep the city, the watchman waketh but in vain.  It is vain for you to rise up early, to sit 
up late, to eat the bread of sorrows: for so he giveth his beloved sleep.  Lo, children are an 
heritage of the LORD: and the fruit of the womb is his reward.  As arrows are in the hand of a 
mighty man; so are children of the youth.  Happy is the man that hath his quiver full of them: 
they shall not be ashamed, but they shall speak with the enemies in the gate.  Psalm 127. 

 

Proverbs 1:1-7 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Proverbs 1:1-7.  The proverbs of Solomon the son of David, king of Israel;  To know 
wisdom and instruction; to perceive the words of understanding;  To receive the instruction 
of wisdom, justice, and judgment, and equity;  To give subtilty to the simple, to the young 
man knowledge and discretion.  A wise man will hear, and will increase learning; and a man 
of understanding shall attain unto wise counsels:  To understand a proverb, and the 
interpretation; the words of the wise, and their dark sayings.  The fear of the LORD is the 
beginning of knowledge: but fools despise wisdom and instruction.  Proverbs 1:1-7. 

 

Joel 2:28-32 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Joel 2:28-32.  And it shall come to pass afterward, that I will pour out my spirit upon all flesh; and 
your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, your old men shall dream dreams, your young men 
shall see visions:  And also upon the servants and upon the handmaids in those days will I pour out 
my spirit.  And I will shew wonders in the heavens and in the earth, blood, and fire, and pillars of 
smoke.  The sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon into blood, before the great and the 
terrible day of the LORD come.  And it shall come to pass, that whosoever shall call on the name 
of the LORD shall be delivered: for in mount Zion and in Jerusalem shall be deliverance, as the 
LORD hath said, and in the remnant whom the LORD shall call.  Joel 2:28-32. 
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1 Corinthians 15:51-58 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
1 Corinthians 15:51-58.  Behold, I shew you a mystery; We shall not all sleep, but we shall 
all be changed,  In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trump: for the trumpet 
shall sound, and the dead shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.  For this 
corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on immortality.  So when this 
corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this mortal shall have put on immortality, then 
shall be brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is swallowed up in victory.  O death, 
where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory?  The sting of death is sin; and the strength 
of sin is the law.  But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus 
Christ.  Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast, unmoveable, always abounding in the 
work of the Lord, forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in the Lord.                
1 Corinthians 15:51-58. 

 
 
2 Corinthians 5:1-11 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

2 Corinthians 5:1-11.  For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle were 
dissolved, we have a building of God, an house not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.  
For in this we groan, earnestly desiring to be clothed upon with our house which is from 
heaven:  If so be that being clothed we shall not be found naked.  For we that are in this 
tabernacle do groan, being burdened: not for that we would be unclothed, but clothed upon, 
that mortality might be swallowed up of life.  Now he that hath wrought us for the selfsame 
thing is God, who also hath given unto us the earnest of the Spirit.  Therefore we are always 
confident, knowing that, whilst we are at home in the body, we are absent from the Lord:  
(For we walk by faith, not by sight:)  We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent 
from the body, and to be present with the Lord.  Wherefore we labour, that, whether present 
or absent, we may be accepted of him.  For we must all appear before the judgment seat of 
Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his body, according to that he hath 
done, whether it be good or bad.  Knowing therefore the terror of the Lord, we persuade men; 
but we are made manifest unto God; and I trust also are made manifest in your consciences.  
2 Corinthians 5:1-11. 

 
 
2 Timothy 4:1-8 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

2 Timothy 4:1-8.  I charge thee therefore before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, who shall 
judge the quick and the dead at his appearing and his kingdom;  Preach the word; be instant 
in season, out of season; reprove, rebuke, exhort with all longsuffering and doctrine.  For the 
time will come when they will not endure sound doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they 
heap to themselves teachers, having itching ears;  And they shall turn away their ears from 
the truth, and shall be turned unto fables.  But watch thou in all things, endure afflictions, do 
the work of an evangelist, make full proof of thy ministry.  For I am now ready to be offered, 
and the time of my departure is at hand.  I have fought a good fight, I have finished my 
course, I have kept the faith:  Henceforth there is laid up for me a crown of righteousness, 
which the Lord, the righteous judge, shall give me at that day: and not to me only, but unto 
all them also that love his appearing.  2 Timothy 4:1-8. 
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Psalm 84  (cite reference before and after each passage) 
 (The expression “Selah” may be spoken or not.  No deduction is counted either way.) 
Psalm 84.  How amiable are thy tabernacles, O LORD of hosts!  My soul longeth, yea, even fainteth 
for the courts of the LORD: my heart and my flesh crieth out for the living God.  Yea, the sparrow 
hath found an house, and the swallow a nest for herself, where she may lay her young, even thine 
altars, O LORD of hosts, my King, and my God.  Blessed are they that dwell in thy house: they will 
be still praising thee. (Selah).  Blessed is the man whose strength is in thee; in whose heart are the 
ways of them.  Who passing through the valley of Baca make it a well; the rain also filleth the pools.  
They go from strength to strength, every one of them in Zion appeareth before God.  O LORD God 
of hosts, hear my prayer: give ear, O God of Jacob. (Selah).  Behold, O God our shield, and look 
upon the face of thine anointed.  For a day in thy courts is better than a thousand. I had rather be a 
doorkeeper in the house of my God, than to dwell in the tents of wickedness.  For the LORD God is a 
sun and shield: the LORD will give grace and glory: no good thing will he withhold from them that 
walk uprightly.  O LORD of hosts, blessed is the man that trusteth in thee.  Psalm 84. 

 
Isaiah 53 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Isaiah 53.  Who hath believed our report? and to whom is the arm of the LORD revealed?  For he shall 
grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: he hath no form nor comeliness; 
and when we shall see him, there is no beauty that we should desire him.  He is despised and rejected of 
men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was 
despised, and we esteemed him not.  Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows: yet we did 
esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted.  But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was 
bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.  
All we like sheep have gone astray; we have turned every one to his own way; and the LORD hath laid on 
him the iniquity of us all.  He was oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he opened not his mouth: he is 
brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so he openeth not his 
mouth.  He was taken from prison and from judgment: and who shall declare his generation? for he was 
cut off out of the land of the living: for the transgression of my people was he stricken.  And he made his 
grave with the wicked, and with the rich in his death; because he had done no violence, neither was any 
deceit in his mouth.  Yet it pleased the LORD to bruise him; he hath put him to grief: when thou shalt 
make his soul an offering for sin, he shall see his seed, he shall prolong his days, and the pleasure of the 
LORD shall prosper in his hand.  He shall see of the travail of his soul, and shall be satisfied: by his 
knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for he shall bear their iniquities.  Therefore will I 
divide him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured 
out his soul unto death: and he was numbered with the transgressors; and he bare the sin of many, and 
made intercession for the transgressors.  Isaiah 53. 

 
Malachi 3:8-12 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Malachi 3:8-12.  Will a man rob God? Yet ye have robbed me. But ye say, Wherein have we robbed 
thee? In tithes and offerings.  Ye are cursed with a curse: for ye have robbed me, even this whole nation.  
Bring ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that there may be meat in mine house, and prove me now 
herewith, saith the LORD of hosts, if I will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour you out a 
blessing, that there shall not be room enough to receive it.  And I will rebuke the devourer for your 
sakes, and he shall not destroy the fruits of your ground; neither shall your vine cast her fruit before the 
time in the field, saith the LORD of hosts.  And all nations shall call you blessed: for ye shall be a 
delightsome land, saith the LORD of hosts.  Malachi 3:8-12. 
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1 Corinthians 1:18-31 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
1 Corinthians 1:18-31.  For the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but 
unto us which are saved it is the power of God.  For it is written, I will destroy the wisdom of 
the wise, and will bring to nothing the understanding of the prudent.  Where is the wise? 
where is the scribe? where is the disputer of this world? hath not God made foolish the 
wisdom of this world?  For after that in the wisdom of God the world by wisdom knew not 
God, it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe.  For the Jews 
require a sign, and the Greeks seek after wisdom:  But we preach Christ crucified, unto the 
Jews a stumblingblock, and unto the Greeks foolishness;  But unto them which are called, 
both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God, and the wisdom of God.  Because the 
foolishness of God is wiser than men; and the weakness of God is stronger than men.  For ye 
see your calling, brethren, how that not many wise men after the flesh, not many mighty, not 
many noble, are called:  But God hath chosen the foolish things of the world to confound the 
wise; and God hath chosen the weak things of the world to confound the things which are 
mighty;  And base things of the world, and things which are despised, hath God chosen, yea, 
and things which are not, to bring to nought things that are:  That no flesh should glory in his 
presence.  But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and 
righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption:  That, according as it is written, He that 
glorieth, let him glory in the Lord.  1 Corinthians 1:18-31. 

 

Colossians 2:8-14 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Colossians 2:8-14.  Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the 
tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.  For in him dwelleth all the 
fullness of the Godhead bodily.  And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and 
power:  In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the 
body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ:  Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye 
are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.  And 
you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him, 
having forgiven you all trespasses;  Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, 
which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;  Colossians 2:8-14. 

 

James 1:21-27 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
James 1:21-27.  Wherefore lay apart all filthiness and superfluity of naughtiness, and receive 
with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your souls.  But be ye doers of the word, 
and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.  For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a 
doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass:  For he beholdeth himself, and 
goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.  But whoso looketh into 
the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the 
work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.  If any man among you seem to be religious, and 
bridleth not his tongue, but deceiveth his own heart, this man's religion is vain.  Pure religion and 
undefiled before God and the Father is this, To visit the fatherless and widows in their affliction, 
and to keep himself unspotted from the world. James 1:21-27. 
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Psalm 53:1-3  (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Psalm 53:1-3.  The fool hath said in his heart, There is no God. Corrupt are they, and have done 
abominable iniquity: there is none that doeth good.  God looked down from heaven upon the children of 
men, to see if there were any that did understand, that did seek God.  Every one of them is gone back: 
they are altogether become filthy; there is none that doeth good, no, not one.  Psalm 53:1-3. 

 

Psalm 103 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Psalm 103.  Bless the LORD, O my soul: and all that is within me, bless his holy name.  Bless the LORD, O 
my soul, and forget not all his benefits:  Who forgiveth all thine iniquities; who healeth all thy diseases;  Who 
redeemeth thy life from destruction; who crowneth thee with lovingkindness and tender mercies;  Who 
satisfieth thy mouth with good things; so that thy youth is renewed like the eagle's.  The LORD executeth 
righteousness and judgment for all that are oppressed.  He made known his ways unto Moses, his acts unto 
the children of Israel.  The LORD is merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and plenteous in mercy.  He will 
not always chide: neither will he keep his anger for ever.  He hath not dealt with us after our sins; nor 
rewarded us according to our iniquities.  For as the heaven is high above the earth, so great is his mercy 
toward them that fear him.  As far as the east is from the west, so far hath he removed our transgressions 
from us.  Like as a father pitieth his children, so the LORD pitieth them that fear him.  For he knoweth our 
frame; he remembereth that we are dust.  As for man, his days are as grass: as a flower of the field, so he 
flourisheth.  For the wind passeth over it, and it is gone; and the place thereof shall know it no more.  But the 
mercy of the LORD is from everlasting to everlasting upon them that fear him, and his righteousness unto 
children's children;  To such as keep his covenant, and to those that remember his commandments to do 
them.  The LORD hath prepared his throne in the heavens; and his kingdom ruleth over all.  Bless the 
LORD, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his 
word.  Bless ye the LORD, all ye his hosts; ye ministers of his, that do his pleasure.  Bless the LORD, all his 
works in all places of his dominion: bless the LORD, O my soul.  Psalm 103. 

 

Isaiah 55 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Isaiah 55.  Ho, every one that thirsteth, come ye to the waters, and he that hath no money; come ye, buy, 
and eat; yea, come, buy wine and milk without money and without price.  Wherefore do ye spend money 
for that which is not bread? and your labour for that which satisfieth not? hearken diligently unto me, and 
eat ye that which is good, and let your soul delight itself in fatness.  Incline your ear, and come unto me: 
hear, and your soul shall live; and I will make an everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of 
David.  Behold, I have given him for a witness to the people, a leader and commander to the people.  
Behold, thou shalt call a nation that thou knowest not, and nations that knew not thee shall run unto thee 
because of the LORD thy God, and for the Holy One of Israel; for he hath glorified thee.  Seek ye the 
LORD while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is near:  Let the wicked forsake his way, and the 
unrighteous man his thoughts: and let him return unto the LORD, and he will have mercy upon him; and 
to our God, for he will abundantly pardon.  For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways 
my ways, saith the LORD.  For as the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your 
ways, and my thoughts than your thoughts.  For as the rain cometh down, and the snow from heaven, and 
returneth not thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it bring forth and bud, that it may give seed to the 
sower, and bread to the eater:  So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return 
unto me void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it.  
For ye shall go out with joy, and be led forth with peace: the mountains and the hills shall break forth 
before you into singing, and all the trees of the field shall clap their hands.  Instead of the thorn shall come 
up the fir tree, and instead of the brier shall come up the myrtle tree: and it shall be to the LORD for a 
name, for an everlasting sign that shall not be cut off.  Isaiah 55. 
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Colossians 1:13-23 (cite reference before and after each passage) 
Colossians 1:13-23.  Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated 
us into the kingdom of his dear Son:  In whom we have redemption through his blood, even 
the forgiveness of sins:  Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every 
creature:  For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible 
and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things 
were created by him, and for him:  And he is before all things, and by him all things consist.  
And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead; 
that in all things he might have the preeminence.  For it pleased the Father that in him should 
all fullness dwell;  And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to 
reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in 
heaven.  And you, that were sometime alienated and enemies in your mind by wicked works, 
yet now hath he reconciled  In the body of his flesh through death, to present you holy and 
unblameable and unreproveable in his sight:  If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, 
and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was 
preached to every creature which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister; 
Colossians 1:13-23. 

 
Revelation 20:11-15 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Revelation 20:11-15.  And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face 
the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.  And I saw the 
dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was 
opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were 
written in the books, according to their works.  And the sea gave up the dead which were in 
it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every 
man according to their works.  And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the 
second death.  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake 
of fire. Revelation 20:11-15. 

 
Revelation 21:1-8 (cite reference before and after each passage) 

Revelation 21:1-8.  And I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth 
were passed away; and there was no more sea.  And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, 
coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband.  And I heard a 
great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with 
them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God.  And 
God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor 
crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.  And he that sat 
upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he said unto me, Write: for these words 
are true and faithful.  And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha and Omega, the beginning and 
the end. I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely.  He that 
overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall be my son.  But the fearful, 
and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and 
idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which 
is the second death.  Revelation 21:1-8.
